          POINTS 
 
1.  Regular payment of dues      50 points   
2.  Attendance at regularly scheduled FWMC meetings  30 points 
 (You must attend a minimum of 6 meetings per year 
   to qualify for the point total) 
3.  Visitations to other I.B.M., S.A.M. clubs     5 points 
4.  Sponsoring a new member      40 points 
5.  Performance at a Fort Worth Magician’s Club Mtg.  25 points 
 (You must perform a minimum of 6 times to  
   qualify for the point total. 
6.  Performance at another S.A.M., I.B.M, or S.Y.M. club mtg. 15 points 
7.  Newsletter Submissions – Articles must be magic oriented.   

They will be limited to one submission per month, submitted 
via e-mail, and must be between 300 to 500 words to 
qualify.  Each submission accrues points, whether published 

      or not.  
8.  Serving on a club committee or providing a special service 



     to the club as determined by the board    15 points 
9.  Participating in a club shows (production, publicity, 
     performance, etc.)       30 points 
10.Publicity (media coverage publicizing magic and the FWMC) 20 points 
11.Charity shows.  In this category, the “gig rule” applies.  The 
     show must be a charity show with no money involved.  20 points 
12.Conventions (attending a magic convention)    10 points 
13.Lectures (attendance at a paid or free lecture)    5 points 
 
Points will be submitted on a monthly basis.  The list serve will be used to send out 
reminders and deadline date for monthly submission.  Each individual is responsible for 
submitting his/her points in a timely manner.  Once a month’s deadline is passed, there 
will be no opportunity to catch up from previous months.   
 
The “MAGICIAN OF THE YEAR” award winner will not be eligible for future awards.  
This award will only be presented to a particular individual one time.  The “PURPOSE” 
of the MOY Award is to encourage general participation in club activities.
