John Hatzenbuhler, President in 1997. John spoke about what was happening at the club during
his tenure. The TAOM Convention was in Ft. Worth that year so the club was very busy preparing
for that. The Caravan of Magic was going strong at that time. The Caravan was a yearly
community show at the Caravan of Dreams Theater that sold out every year. Then John
performed an amusing routine where three volunteers followed John’s lead and proceeded to stuff
their mouths with strips of tissue paper until finally John produced a 10-foot long tissue mouth
coil and a surprise dove production! Very original.

Tom Smith, President in 1995. Tom Smith spoke on the history of the club a bit and then showed
us his beautiful suitcase performance table. It was filled with lots of comedy props and Tom
performed his stiff rope routine, a patriotic card trick and a jumbo marked card routine,
interspersed with lots of funny bits of business.

Van McGee, President in 1992. Van shared his thoughts of the goings on of that club in 1992 and
then shared some great magic with the group. He performed a very skillful card routine where he
produced a four-of-a-kind from four different pockets in his pants! Van also shared a very clever
routine with a homing stamp where the stamp marked the chosen card.
