IN MEMORY: CAPTAIN JOHN K. MILLER

United States Air Force Captain John K. Miller, 77, of Lockport, New York, died Monday, February 12,
2007 at his home in Irving, Texas. He held I.B.M. number 12299M.

John K. Miller was born May 17, 1930. A graduate of Lockport Senior High School in Lockport, New York
and received a Bachelor's in General Education from the University of Omaha in Nebraska. He served at
Keesler Air Force Base in Biloxi, Mississippi and during our country's 1940's nuclear weapons testing in
the deserts of Nevada where he and troops were in close vicinity. Other military assignments included
Spokane, Washington and overseas in Morocco, North Africa, Taiwan and Australia.

He owned and operated the Irving based Magic Dragon where magicians, clowns and entertainers across
the country frequented. His magic involvement included T.A.O.M., Charter member of the Wizards of
Wichita Falls 1.B.M. 187, member of The Magic Circle, Society of American Magicians, Fellowship of
Christian Magicians, Clowns of America, and The Collector's Workshop. After closing his beloved magic
shop in 1995, he continued his longstanding tradition of "John's Annual Gathering" held at Thanksgiving
time for 20 years with former employees and close friends.

He was a 32-degree Mason of the Blue Lodge, Scottish Rite, Shrine Temple and Grand York Rite Bodies
of Texas. He was a leader in establishing the first national convention for Masonic magicians. In
February he was to retake his fourth second year term of office as the International President of the
Invisible Lodge, which has members in 13 countries.

He was an instructor at Northlake College, Irving, Texas for over twenty years in the Electrical Technology
program, past President of Toastmaster's International, and member of the Dallas Museum of Art and
Dallas Travel Club. His love of Scouting reached beyond his Eagle Scout (Troop # 13, All Saints Chapel in
Lockport, NY) achievement into recent years where he served as Docent at the National Boy Scout
Museum in Irving.

An avid storyteller and collector, Professor J.K. as fondly nicknamed will be remembered for his uncanny
leadership, zest for life, travel escapades and unsurpassed droll wit.

Captain John K. Miller was preceded in death by his parents, George John Miller and Elizabeth Pierce
Kilbourn Miller and two brothers, Daniel and David. Survived by his son Brad and wife, Rita Miller of Waco,
Texas and daughter Tawn and husband Richard Armstrong, of Pasadena, California. This magical man
of many endeavors will be greatly missed.
