 The theme for our May meeting was “MAGIC WITH A MESSAGE.”  Theme took on many 
meanings including Gospel illusions, magic in an educational setting and magic used to present an old 
Norse tale.   
 
 It was great to have our program chairman Hal Hudgins back after being absent last month due to 
medical reasons.  The meetings just aren’t the same without Hal. 
 
 John Hatzenbuhler started off the performances with a couple of Gospel illusions.  First he 
showed a long rope and three large wooded blocks.  John threaded the blocks on the rope and knotted 
one of them up on the rope telling about how sin gets our lives all in knots and keeps us from having 
fellowship with God.  But through faith in Jesus Christ and his sacrifice for our sin we are freed from sin 
and not bound by the power of sin anymore.  With this the middle knotted up block magically popped off of 
the rope!  Next John presented another mystery where he handed out three small sheets of paper to 
different members in the audience and had them write down their worst sins.  He collected pieces of paper 
in a glass and then presented another glass with red liquid in it representing the blood of Jesus.  As John 
talked about how the blood of Jesus cleanses us from all sin, no matter how bad, he poured the red liquid 
in the glass with the sin papers and the paper magically began to disappear.  A surprising and inspiring 
illusion with a “Good News” ending for the participants! 
 
 Larry Heil presented an interesting Norse myth using a paddle with a rune, and ancient Norse 
letter, on the end it.  It represented prosperity and how we should use our wealth wisely.  With a well-
executed paddle move a penny magically appeared, sitting on the end of the paddle.  Larry dropped the 
penny from the end of the paddle into one of our members’ hands and as Larry asked them to look in their 
hand the penny magically bent itself.  A very surprising ending, to a very original effect.  Larry also 
presented an exercise on positive thinking where everyone in the room was asked to stare at a candle that 
Larry set up on a table.  As our “positive energy” was directed at the candle, it lit up with no apparent 
source of combustion! 
 
 Geoffrey Grimes was up next and spoke on how he has used magic in a college setting where he 
teaches to gain the attention of students in the classroom.  He also suggested methods to gain the 
attention of children in a school show.  Geoff also uses magic to inspire students in a writing class.  Great 
information Geoff! 
 
 Mark Miertschin performed a multiplying sponge ball routine illustrating the Bible account of Jesus 
getting the boat with the disciples and multiplying their catch of fish.  Mark also performed a playing card 
to a box of matches illusion where he related it to the disciple Thomas who was a doubter.  Mark folded up 
the playing card in his closed hand and then asked, do you doubt that there is a box of matches in my 
hand and of course everyone doubted it since we clearly saw a playing card in his hand.  Well our doubts 
were shown to be false when Mark opened his hand when Mark opened his hand and there was a box of 
matches and no playing card in his hand.  Last Mark performed the “ticket to heaven” which is the classic 
paper fold and tear that turns into a cross and the word hell.  This illustrated that we have a ticket to 
heaven if we have Jesus and hell if we don’t. 
 
 Al Fox was up last with a performance of “clippo” with a Gospel message.  A long sheet of paper 
had God at the top and a cross presenting Jesus and the bottom was Al with a list of some of his sins.  
The paper was folded in half and as Al repented of his sins one by one he cut them off of the sheet and 
magically the sheet would be restored each time.  At the end, all of his sins were gone and it showed a 
picture of God’s perfect will for our lives which is a Jesus bringing us to God as we repent of our sins and 
turn to God through faith in Jesus.  Al also brought some sources for Gospel magic which included videos, 
books and the Christian Conjurer magazine which is the bi-monthly publication of the Fellowship of 
Christian Magicians www.fcm.org.
