THANK YOU JEFF FOR A GREAT 

EVENING! 

Our June meeting featured a lecture by local pro and club member, Jeff Lee.  There were 17 
members and 1 guest in attendance.  The meeting started off with a discussion of the upcoming TAOM 
convention to be held in Fort Worth in 2008.  Plans are taking shape and it should prove to be a fantastic 
convention.  

  
Then it was on to our feature lecturer Jeff Lee.  Jeff started off speaking about how he gets 

inspiration for magic effects, marketing ideas, props and staging.  He looks to a number of different places 
including art, photography and music.  Jeff spoke about makeup and clothing and demonstrated what 
types of makeup to use for different stage conditions.  Regarding clothing, you get what you pay for.  It is 
better to pay a little extra for quality clothing that will last much longer. Are you into sleeving?  Jeff 
suggests cutting the toes out of a nylon sock and wearing it on your arm just in case you sweat. If you are 
a pro and charge a fee for your quality performances, don’t undersell yourself.  You are providing a service 
and should be compensated for your work.  If you use music during your performance, use music without 
lyrics, as music with vocals will tend to distract from your performance.  If you are performing on stage, 
make sure you are familiar with basic theater terminology so that you can give the crew proper direction.  
Also, having an understanding of basic stage lighting can make a big difference in your performance.  For 
stage shows, carry a roll of blue painters tape in place of expensive gaffers tape.  

 
Jeff shared some money-saving ideas regarding building your own props, tables and backdrops.  

He demonstrated how he built two of his tables from items found in a music store, fabric store and hobby 
store.  One of the tables was built from a scrap booking rolling cart, some PVC pipe and black fabric. 
Genius!  A money-saving option for backdrops is a modification to an air-mattress frame standing on end 
and fabric. Jeff carries three of these with him and when they are broken down they take up very little 
space and he saved hundreds of dollars by not purchasing them at a trade show supplier.  Jeff transports 
most of his props, especially silks in plastic zip-lock bags for easy transport and access.   Jeff also made 
suggestions for a sound system and microphones.  Last he shared inexpensive, but quality ideas for 
promotional materials.  Check out colormation.com for info.  Thank you Jeff for sharing a wealth of well 
thought out professional and priceless information!
