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Magic and the Power of Place ~ Commentary 

 
For the last two weeks in July, I was working at the Library of Congress in  
Washington DC, at Monticello, and at the University of Virginia, co-directing a con-
ference of community college teachers, studying the life and achievements of  
Thomas Jefferson. If you have never had the opportunity to visit these places, put 
them on your vacation list of ñmust sees.ò 

For two weeks I worked with fifty community college 
teachers from all over the United States, listening to the 
top Thomas Jefferson scholars in the world discuss one 
of the most enigmatic figures in the early days of our 
nation. Itôs hard to step outside the mantle of this iconic 
figure, soaring tall and independent in his monument on 
the south side of the national mallða man who was dis-
gusted by the institution of slavery but who owned hun-
dreds of enslaved people off and on over the years at 
Monticello; a man who served our nation as Governor of 
Virginia, Secretary of State, Vice President of the United 
States, and finally as our third President, but a public servant who preferred to be known only 
as the author of the ñDeclaration of Independence,ò ñVirginia Statute on Religious Freedom.ò 
and father of The University of Virginiaðthe only achievements he would allow on his tomb-
stone. Like his revolutionary counterpart, John Adamsðour second PresidentðJefferson 

refused to die until the very day of the fiftieth anniversary of the ñDeclaration of Independence,ò around 1 p.m. on July 4
th
, 

1826.  Reputedly, John Adamsô last words were, ñJefferson still survives!ò and he succumbed at his estate in Quincy, with-
out ever realizing that Jefferson himself had passed away just three hours before at Monticello. 

At age 33, Jefferson was the youngest of the five Virginia delegates to the Second Continental 
Congress, convened in late June, 1776, to consider the revolutionary step of declaring independ-
ence from England.  His name had circulated widely among the colonists after the publication of 
ñA Summary View of the Rights of British Colonists in Virginiaò that sharply criticized British mili-
tary and parliamentary abuses in the British colonies of America.  It wasnôt by accident that he 
was appointed to the committee of five to compose a declaration of independence and was the 
one selected from the five to write the initial draft. Two hundred copies of the revised draft were 
set in type late in the night of July 4

th
 for distribution throughout the colonies.  Only twenty-six  

copies exist today of this, our national birthday card.  The ñLeary copy,ò the finest known copy, 
resides permanently on the seventh floor of the Dallas Public Library, a gift to the city of Dallas. 

Thomas Jefferson wrote more than 27,000 letters and documents throughout his life. Some were 
moving love letters to Martha, his wife, who died of complications related to the birth of their sixth 
child.  Those tender notes he destroyed after her death, but the remainder of his work is legendaryðnotes on climatology, 
paleontology, civil government, music, architecture, botany, biology, ethnology, anthropology, and the list goes on.   

Jefferson owned a library of 6,487 books which he bought in Europe,  
England, and the colonies. In 1815 he sold them to the fledgling American 
government, a collection which became the founding volumes of the  
Library of Congress.  Dallasôs Jerry and Gene Jones donated more than  
$1 million dollars to assist in the location and purchase of copies of the 
hundreds of Jeffersonôs original books lost in a fire at the Library of  
Congress in 1851 and funded the creation of the beautiful exhibition of  
Jeffersonôs collection now on permanent display in the Library of Congress.  

As one of his last public achievements, Jefferson founded in 1819 what would become the University of Virginia in  
Charlottesville, just a few miles from his mountaintop home at Monticello. Presidents James Monroe and James  
Madison joined Jefferson at the dedication.  Jefferson set the curriculum and demanded that no clerics hold a position of 
instruction on its faculty.  He wanted his practical curriculum free from any semblance of a union between church and 
state, his new university to be supported by public funds. 

Are you beginning to feel the magicðthe power of place?  There is something so very confrontational in an artifact like  
Jeffersonôs Monticello. You step into his study with his desk and ñpolygraphòða writing instrument that copied his corre-
spondence as he wrote. His desk is no more than twenty feet from the bed on which he died. A lock of his hair, clipped

just after his passingða common act of remembranceðresides in the Special Collections at the University of Virginia. 
Next to his bed are his bootsðJefferson was 6ô3ò with thin legs and narrow feet. 

The magic of place is pervasive, restoring to the legendary Jefferson a sense of humanity, a sense of the genuine to this 
American icon who gazes pensively beside his peers from the heights of Mount Rushmore. 

I know youôre struggling to make the magical connection, but it was 
there.  I went to the Library of Congress and Monticello days later 
ñlocked and loaded.ò  My pockets were stuffed, and the magical gadg-
ets that populated my carry-on luggage weighed more than the clothes 
and camera equipment I took with me. Standing in the lobby of the 
Capitol Hill Suites Hotel, registering our participants on Sunday after-
noon of our opening session, colleagues from a similar workshop I had 
co-directed in 2006 and 2007 in Concord, Massachusetts, greeted me 

with their campy little expression, ñHowôs tricks!ò  And, ñSay, buddy, you got a bunny in those pockets?ò  They knew (and 
knew what to expect)! After our opening speaker, the bunnies were hopping, much to the delight of both those who knew 
better and those who were surprised. 

Paul Benson, my colleague from Mountain View College and the real director of the workshop, and I rose every morning, 
ditching the continental dried up pastries back at the hotel, and strolled around the corner to Peteôs Diner a block away. 
At 6:30 every morning, the temperature was only moderately warm, and it felt good against the heat of the day that 
soared above 100 several days we were there.  

On Wednesday morning, our third breakfast retreat, we were sitting at our usual two
-seat wooden table just inside the diner when a thirty-something in a crisp blue suit 
walked in, standing just inside the door and looked around. Moments later, in 
strolled three other twenty-somethingsðtwo in sneakers and pullover knit shirts, a 
young woman in jeans, a cap, and what looked like a hunterôs vest, each taking a 
seat on the swivel stools across from us at the breakfast bar.  Just behind them and 
ahead of the blue suit who had retreated as the others entered, strolled a bronzed 
face man in khaki shorts and a red baseball cap, taking his own stool at the bar just 
beyond the other three. 

The squiggly, plastic-coated wires and their ear pieces gave them away as Secret Service agents.  Paul whispered to 

me, ñHey! Isnôt that Speaker John Boehner?ò 

It was. Every other morning or so, between 6:30 and 6:45 am, the Speaker of the House comes to breakfast at Peteôs 
Diner just off Pennsylvania Avenue and ñCò Street, three blocks from the nationôs Capitol Building. 

ñDo you think the Speaker would enjoy a little magic this morning?ò I asked of one of 
the twenty-somethings, presenting my six pack of Mark Worganôs ñThis Oneò cards. 
He just smiled and glanced down the table to the Speaker of the House. I was al-
ready making my move. 

ñGood morning, Mr. Speaker,ò I offered. ñIôm bringing greetings from the Fort Worth 
Magicians Club. You know, you can never have enough óThis Oneô cardsðbought a 
whole six pack at the óThis Oneô store recently. Iôve got óThis One,ô óThis One,ô óThis 
One,ô óThis Oneô here, óThis One,ô and óThis One.ô (completing a flustration count).  
Now, give me a number between óoneô and ósix.ô 

Bemused (or otherwise), the Speaker of the House apparently didnôt understand my instructions to give me a number 
between one and six, and rather, he reached over and touched the fourth cardðoh happy day! I retrieved the other five, 
leaving him holding the fourth card. I turned my cards over, revealing five óThis Oneô cards, and at my suggestion, he 
turned his over, exposing the óThat Oneô card.  

The Speaker of the House of Representatives, the third most powerful person in the United States, darted back, spread a 
wide grin, and his eyes sparkled with delight. ñMr. Speaker,ò I said, as I retrieved and reset the cards in their packet. ñAre 
we going to resolve our little dilemma?ò 

ñIôm working on it,ò he confessed.  ñIôm working on it.ò  Three days later, he walked out of a meeting with the President 
along with other partisan Congressional leaders, I suppose looking desperately for a little magic. 

Oh, magic and the power of place!  Iôm just sayinô.
