Commentary ~ The óBadô Guyôs Dead!  So Letôs Do Some Magic! 

On May 2nd, in what would seem, some 

might argue, is a magically unrelated event, 

but nevertheless, of monumental historical 

significance, the bad guy finally met justice 

in a house in Abbotabad, Pakistan, 7000 

miles removed. Like others around the 

world, I took a great sigh of relief as the fas-

cinating details of the ñoperationò came 

slowly to light. But in response, I suddenly 

found my enthusiasm for magic engagingly 

intensified, and I have been bemused by 

that unexpected reaction for several days 

now, but I think I have found the answer. 

In 1949, American writer William Faulkner 

won the Nobel Prize for Literature, and deliv-

ered in 1950 one of the most moving ac-

ceptance speeches in the history of award. 

He challenged writers yet to come not to 

forget what he called ñthe old verities and 

truths of the heart lacking which any story is 

ephemeral and doomedðlove and honor 

and pity and pride and compassion and  

sacrifice.ò Reading some of the really rough 

stuff in his novels used to leave me question-

ing where in his own works those ñold veri-

tiesò were congregated. It wasnôt until I read 

some of the short stories of another South-

ern writer, Flannery OôConnor, that it all 

came together. 

In OôConnorôs ñA Good Man is Hard to Findò 

a Georgia family is slaughtered on the side 

of the road by ñthe Misfit,ò a felon, recently 

escaped from the penitentiary. OôConnorôs 

ñMisfitò is void of any quality we associate 

with the ñhuman heartò and ñthe human spiritò 

so often championed in the worldôs greatest 

literature. The editor of her collection notes 

Ms. OôConnorôs ñdeep spirituality and Catho-

lic faith so deeply engrained in her fiction. ñ I 

just scratched my head!  And then it struck 

me. OôConnorôs ñMisfitò is just thatða  

misfitðone who has no place in the human 

community.  He is like a photographic nega-

tive to everything that is positive and decent 

and good and what we magicians promote in 

magic before every child and family. 

Strangely, as it seemed at 

first, I went into my study 

and pulled off the shelf  

Robert E. Nealeôs latest 

work, Magic Matters. A 

former professor at Union 

Theological Seminary in 

New York, Neale ties 

magical pieces to the 

great themes that sponsor 

and inspire so much of the 

creativity of all artists, and 

I dusted off my cups and 

ballsðfirst time in months!
