Example of Subjective Description

James McXxxxx, an applicant for the position of Supervisory Administrator, is a meticulous and cautious man.  In his mid-fifties, James usually sits behind his desk, where all his work he has arranged in neat stacks of four or five folders each.  In an open space wide enough to open a folder and write on an adjacent legal pad, he slowly skims the text of a report with his right forefinger, careful to pause on key elements that he writes carefully on an outline he develops on the pad.  When a telephone call interrupts his concentration, he lays aside his pen and picks up the phone.  He always responds with a soft, slow and courteous greeting.  When his assistant enters, he immediately acknowledges him, smiling and motioning him to take the chair closest to the desk.

A trim and exercised man about six feet tall, weighing around 180 pounds, James wears a blue suit to work each day, set off with a modest tie of soft Southwestern hues of brown, oranges, mauve, aquamarine, and red.  He enters a room a few feet, slips one hand in his pocket, and turns his head to survey the people attending the meeting.  He nods and smiles comfortably, putting his peers and subordinates at ease, and then he walks casually to the head of the table where he turns and invites everyone to sit down.

Example of Objective Description

The property I have located lies two blocks east of the intersection of Highway 14 and Interstate 12.  The two acres include a front office building of 22,000 square feet, and a back, two-story warehouse complex of 140,000 square feet.  A wide parking strip extends from the street across the front of the office building and wraps around the left side of the building where it merges with the alley that extends behind the warehouse.

The office building is a concrete slab construction with ornamental limestone façade that rises from the manicured hedges about half way up the height of the building.  Above the façade, dark tinted windows stretch completely around three sides of the building to the back.  The roof is a Spanish tile rising at a 20˚ slope to a center peak that runs parallel to the front of the building.  Smoke-gray gutters divert runoff rainwater to the side drive.

Patrons will enter the front of the office building through two glass doors directly in the middle of structure.  To the left and set back from the doors about 12 feet is a Venetian marble reception bar behind which we can place at least two desks with computer terminals and a printer between them.  To the right of the entrance doors is a space about 20 x 14 feet sufficient for our waiting room and about a dozen chairs, a coffee table and magazine rack.  The floors are carpeted with a muted tan Belgian acrylic tweed that appears new.  Two doors on either side of the reception bar lead to the rear of the office building which has yet to be partitioned and walled.
