COURSE DESCRIPTION –The course presents a survey of American literature from the mid-19th century to the present.  

Prerequisite: ENG 1302 or the equivalent.

CLASS PROCEDURES

Class Attendance:
(For classroom students only  )
Students are expected to attend regularly all classes in which they are enrolled. Students have the responsibility to attend class and to consult with the instructor when an absence occurs. Instructors are responsible for describing attendance policies and procedures to all students enrolled in their classes. If a student is unable to complete a course (or courses) in which he/she is registered, it is the student's responsibility to withdraw from the course by the appropriate date. If the student does not withdraw, he/she will receive a performance grade, usually a grade of "F." Note: This course meets five days per week for three weeks during the Winter or May mini-semester.  You must attend each class at the posted times and be prepared with your readings before class.  Should you miss three or more classes, you should drop.  Students who leave after the break will be counted absent.  If you miss a class, you are responsible for making up missed work and being prepared for discussing the readings upon your return.

Dropping A Course Or Withdrawing From College:  

To drop a class or withdraw from the College, students must follow the prescribed  procedure. It is the student's responsibility to drop or withdraw. Failure to do so will result in receiving a performance grade, usually a grade of "F." Should circumstances prevent a student from appearing in person to withdraw from the College, the student may withdraw by mail by writing the Registrar. TECHNOLOGY REQUIREMENTS: 
Students should have access to a PC computer with internet access, a 3.5" floppy disk drive, and a CD-ROM player.  Students should compose each essay in either Microsoft Word or Corel WordPerfect files. If e-mailed, papers must be submitted as "Attachments" to the cover e-mail.
EVALUATION PROCEDURES
You will be evaluated on the basis of grades assigned to your essay exercises for the course as posted in the course website.  The last essay is a proctored written exercise that must be composed in a college testing center, library, or other site that you arrange.  See the instructions for the final exam posted on the website.  Your final grade will be based upon a simple average of the grades assigned to these essays.
GRADING METHODOLOGY:  

Students will complete four three-page typed analytical essays on selections of works studied in the course and an online final examination over the readings. Each paper will receive a numerical grade ranging from 0 - 100. Grades for each paper and the final exam will be averaged to determine the final grade for the course. Late papers will be graded for "C" credit only. The papers are due to the professor as noted above.  All assignments are requirements of the course. In other words, if you do not turn in an assignment, you will not pass the course.
